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Host: If you're finding money scarce,
you might check out a really, really free
market. No money changes hands,
there’s not even any barter, and NPR’s
Margot Adler visited one at a church in
New York City.

Margot Adler: The Really, Really Free
Market held at Judson Church this past
Sunday looks part flee market or garage
sale without the money, part party.

Here's the idea: you bring stuff to give
away, you take stuff. There are tables
filled with clothing, books, toys, odds
and ends. I recognize a high-school kid,
who lives in my building four miles away.
His name is Sam Smith.

Sam Smith: I brought some Stephen
King books, I brought a lot of clothes
from my mom, from me, and from my
brother.

Margot Adler: On one table I see some
envelopes of a very unusual size. I
slipped five of them into my bag. Sam
Imperatrici has been helping to organize
the market. She says it’s like Christmas
or like walking into a candy store where
everything is free.

Sam Imperatrici: It's gonna put
clothes on your back, food in your belly;

Margot Adler: Besides clothes and
books there are people cutting hair,
giving dental advice, writing poem for
people. A young man named McKenzie
Mott is having his face painted to look
like a lion. Are you enjoying getting your
face painted?

McKenzie Mott: I am. It's awesome!

A man: He has no idea what he looks
like.

McKenzie Mott: Nope.
Margot Adler: Do you care?

McKenzie Mott: Nope. I'm enjoying the
experience, so...

Margot Adler: Now we need the roar.

Margot Adler: The Really, Really Free
Market started around 2004, an
anarchist response that was part of the
anti-globalization movement.

There are free markets form Georgia to
California. Thaddius Davidson, also
known as Thaddius Umster, stands by
the welcome table. He says the market
started as a kind of opposite of a
protest.

Thaddius Davidson: It's not like we're
against this, we're against this. It's like,
this is the other side of the coin. This is
what we’re for.

Margot Adler: And what exactly are
they for? Well, he says different people
imagine a free anarchist economy in
different ways.

Thaddius Davidson: This is basically
an example of the gift economy where
everything is freely given and there’s no
bartering, there’s no haggling, there’s no
money.
